Global Skills

Well... the Global Skills project has come to
an end after 3 very interesting and eventful
years. The project has been an innovative
one and | feel, in some ways, that we are at
the beginning of something rather than the
end. Interest in looking at global issues in
some further education sectors is increasing,



particularly (we have found) with some local
authority learning departments. In March | did
some Global Skills training for Leicestershire
Adult Learning Service, and in May | ran two
workshops at the London Borough of Enfield’s
Lifelong Learning Conference. Leicestershire
Adult Learning Service also bought the Global
Skills teaching resource in electronic format so
that all their relevant tutors could access it.

In addition to the training, we had planned to
run a Global Skills conference in Preston in
February. Unfortunately we had to cancel this
conference because of a lack of interest. It
seems that because this is a very new area for
further education, we are still relying on
individually interested tutors, and have not yet
got the interest or support from colleges at a
management level.

Despite the project coming to the end of its
funding from DFID, we are still keen to
promote this work through the training and the
resource pack. | will also be working on a
smaller Global Skills maths resource to
compliment the English/ESOL pack already
produced.

We had wanted to build on the work of the
Global Skills project by obtaining funding from
DFID to do a global awareness project in the
Family Learning field. The project entitled,
‘Local Families Global Learning’, was
submitted to the Development Awareness
Fund last November, but unfortunately our bid
was unsuccessful. However we are still keen
to work in this area, so are planning to submit
a proposal to the Big Lottery Family Learning
Fund as soon as possible. So...keep your
fingers crossed and watch this space!

NWGEN

NWGEN recently agreed a strategy with
funding from DfID for the next 5 years. The
main elements are:

Working with clusters of schools to
support them in including a global
dimension in their teaching and school
life, and to enable teachers to support
each other within the clusters. Initially
LENS coordinators around the region
will work with 10 clusters of schools
and this will be expanded in future
years.

Becoming a Learning Network through
a series of seminars and training
events. There are a number of events
coming up in the near future including
Modern Day Slavery (sharing ideas and
resources for teaching about this in a
relevant way, especially through the
museum education sector); Social
Enterprise and the Global Dimension
(for organisation working on social
enterprise in schools); Talking Rights —
Teaching Responsibility (Human Rights
and the Global Dimension).

Advocacy through a new glossy magazine
giving teachers the opportunity to showcase
the fantastic global dimension work they are
doing and encourage and inspire others. We
recently produced a short film about our work
shown at the National Association of Head
Teacher’s conference - this can be viewed at
www.nahttv.com.

NWGEN in Lancashire

(North West Global Education Network)

Last term saw NWGEN being involved in two
conferences at the Learning Excellence
Woodlands Conference Centre in Chorley.
The first was the Annual PSHE (Personal
Social and Health Education) Conference for
Coordinators, at which a workshop on how the
Global Dimension can enhance and
compliment PSHE practice was delivered. The
second was to support schools on how they
can approach sustainable issues across the
whole school curriculum A keynote speech
was delivered emphasising that if the children
of today are to become effectively equipped
and educated to become the global citizens of
tomorrow, then it is vital that a Global
Dimension should permeate not only all areas
of the curriculum, but also of school life.
Indeed a strong Global dimension ran
throughout the day. There was a workshop



run by Marjorie Drake and Sarah Hetherington
giving practical ideas and advice on how to
embed the Global Dimension. Cumbria
DEC delivered a workshop on using P4C
(Philosophy for Children) as a way of
engaging with the outdoor environment and of
promoting global citizenship. In addition there
were seven other sessions including how to
re-use plastic bags to create attractive book
covers, advice on how to calculate your water-
footprint and looking at alternative energy
sources through Design Technology. There
has been very positive feedback about the
event and already people have asked when
the next one will be!

As of April this year, NWGEN is going to be
following a different approach. Whilst still
maintaining the useful contacts built up over
the vyears with key organisations, the
emphasis will be more on working in
partnership with clusters of schools. This will
involve initially assessing the extent to which
the Global Dimension is embedded in the
schools, followed by drawing up a plan of how
best to extend and enhance this. Advice and
support will be provided as appropriate, this
could be for example staff training, help with
curriculum planning or suggestions for
activities and resources. The schools will then
be encouraged and supported in sharing their
experiences and learning through cluster
meetings. Support will gradually reduce, as
clusters become more self-sustaining.
Concurrently additional clusters will join the
project. It is the aim that by the end of five
years, there will be 35 such clusters across
the North West region, thereby representing a
substantial body of experience and evidence
of working in partnership with schools to
successfully embed the Global Dimension.If
you would like any further information on this
or would like to become involved, please get
in contact.

School Linking In Diversity Education

(SLIDE)

The four schools receiving intensive support
are approaching the most exciting stage of the

project - when they actually meet up! At
Waterfoot, the children from both sites have
explored ‘who they are’ by filling up hand
outlines with things which are important to
them and their lives. They then swapped
these with their ‘other half’ and looked for
similarities and differences. They then chose
two children who they were particularly looking
forward to meeting. Meanwhile they have also
been learning games from around the world,
which they will play together when they meet
up in June. Fingers crossed they will also be
jointly going on their school trip to the seaside.

The teachers have said that the activities have
really helped encourage excitement and
curiosity about their friends from the other
school site and cannot wait to meet up!
Meanwhile the link between the Year 6
classes at Gisburn and Marsden has had to
take a back seat for a while as the children
have been preparing for sitting their SATSs.
However, the teachers feel that the link will
provide an excellent focus for the pupils in the
long post-SATS period. Anti-racism activities
will be going ahead soon, prior to the schools
meeting up for a sport themed day hosted at
Marsden and a ‘Where does your food come
from?’ day at Gisburn, which will include a
farm visit

Already the Year 3-4 teams in both schools
are keen to become involved in the link and
are arranging visits to help enhance their
geography topic about contrasting localities.
This current phase of the project will draw to a
close at the end of the summer term and new
schools will be selected for receiving the
intensive support package. If there are any
schools that would be interested in getting
involved in school linking, then please get in
touch. The SLIDE project is an excellent way
to help pupils gain greater awareness and
understanding of the issues of self-identity and
diversity whilst also bringing the curriculum to
life.

Global Dimension

The Global Dimension package for primary
schools

We have recently been developing a special
“package” of in-depth support for primary
schools which are aiming to embed their
Global Dimension work into school life. This
could be one, two or three terms’ work with a
choice of 3 options out of 6 for £945. As an
introductory offer we are offering 2

schools the chance to try out the package
before the end of December at a hefty
subsidy of 66%, bringing the cost down to
£345. One school has already taken up the
offer so if you want to take advantage of this
bargain, get in touch soon!

This short, news-based assembly is
suitable for use in both primary and
secondary schools. It is designed to help
focus students' minds on the cyclone that
recently struck Myanmar/Burma and the
devastation the high winds, heavy rain
and tidal surges caused. It includes
important lessons about preparedness,
and about interpreting media coverage. It
aims:

- to help students appreciate the need for
swift and effective action in response to a
disaster

- to increase students' understanding of
how detailed and accurate knowledge is
vital to disaster relief

- to help students think about media
coverage of major disasters and to
encourage them to look critically at the
news agenda.

It can be used in any educational setting
with young people — informally or as part
of citizenship education. There is also
background information for teachers in the
form of a Disasters Emergency
Committee briefing which explains how a
DEC appeal comes about.
