Partnership Agreement

Aims:

· To link with a school with a contrasting ethnic make-up.

· To develop citizenship education within both schools. 

Specifically to: 

· Raise awareness of U.K. diversity.

· To challenge local prejudice within E. Lancashire.

· To develop positive attitudes towards other people.

· To challenge attitudes and stereotypes.

· To develop thinking and communication skills.

Curriculum Links: KS3 Citizenship, Geography, R.E and English.

Link activities:

Using the teaching methodology of Philosophy for Children (P4C) combined with citizenship activities, sessions will be run in both schools with a group of year 7 students.

The use of P4C will develop citizenship teaching within both schools and develop skills in thinking and communication.

Three sessions will be run in each school using the following stimuli:

· UK diversity: Photo activity – where students have to decipher which 

country a photo is taken in, all the photos are of the UK. 

· Media: negative statements about teenagers and asylum seekers from the

press.

· Racism: quiz on multi-ethnic Britain and a poster on racism does it exist? 

The students will then be brought together and mixed up into smaller groups to have P4C sessions on the issues of: Images of East Lancashire, the Media, Asylum Seekers and images of the UK.

All activities to be completed within the summer term.

Success criteria:

Questions generated by the sessions. The type of questions generated will show whether they are challenging their own stereotypes / images.

Depth of discussion will also show whether stereotypes are being challenged but will also show whether they are developing their thinking and communication skills.

Evaluation:

Summary of sessions to be recorded: questions generated and a summary of the discussion.

Future possible developments:

Extend project to whole year 7 and other year groups.

Link staff citizenship teams through shared training and experiences.
